Q:This hymn of thanksgiving is sometimes sung at the end of Matins in the Office of Readings.

A: What is the Te Deum?

Q:According to the Psalmist, this is what we ought to "sing unto the the Lord".

A: What is "a new song"?

1695

Q:Many popular modern hymns such as "Be Not Afraid" and "Blest be the Lord" were composed by this 
group of mid-West American priests for the post-conciliar liturgy.

A: Who are the Saint Louis Jesuits?

1696

Q:This music, sung during the veneration of the cross on Good Friday, contrasts the blessings God has 
given the Hebrews with their treatment of Jesus.

A: What are the Reproaches (or, Improperia)?

1697

Q:Before the development of major and minor keys, music, such as Gregorian chant, was written in this 
system.

A: What are the eight modes (or, medieval modes)?

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Q:The names of notes of the musical scale, do re mi fa sol la ti do, were originally taken from the first 
syllables of the 8 verses of this hymn.

Q:The style of singing used in the Milanese liturgy is named after this 4th century bishop of Milan.

A: Who is St. Ambrose?

1700

Q:This bishop of Rome (reign 590-604) is credited with establishing the repetoire of chants used in the 
Roman liturgy.

A: Who is Gregory I?

1701

Q:This French composer, 1902-1985, wrote a polyphonic Requiem and four motets based on the 
Gregorian melodies.

A: Who is Maurice Duruflé?

Q:This carol for the Feast of the Nativity is mentioned in the Prologue of the Canterbury Tales by 
Geoffrey Chaucer.

A: What is "Quem pastores"? (or, Kwempas carol)

Q:This renowned piece was written by a prolific German Lutheran composer, who presented it in 1749 to 
Friedrich August II, the Catholic king of Poland.

A: What is J. S. Bach's Mass in B minor?

Q:The Missa "Pange lingua," a polyphonic mass which is based on the melody of the chant composed by 
St. Thomas, was written by this Flemish Renaissance composer.

Q:This popular English hymn is a loose translation of the fourth century hymn "Te Deum."

Q:This prayer was traditionally recited 150 times by those who were unable to read the 150 Psalms.

Q:According to legend, Joseph of Arimethea was miraculously kept alive by this while imprisoned for 
forty-two years.

Q:The ancient practice called tonsure, involved shaving part of the head to symbolize this.

Q:This common name comes from two Latin words which mean "true image".

Q:This is the name given to a large collection of letters and reports written by Jesuit missionaries in the 
17th century concerning the North American missions.

1921

Q:This prayer was devised as a response to the Arian heresy which denied the divinity of Christ.

A: What is the Nicene Creed?

1922

Q:According to popular belief, Galileo noticed the constancy of pendulum's swing while observing this 
object in a Pisa cathedral.

A: What is a sanctuary lamp?

1923

Q:The city became home to seven Popes from the years 1309 to 1376 while fighting tore apart the city of 
Rome.

A: What is Avignon, France?

1924

Q:He was the longest reigning pope in recent history - from the years 1846-1878.

A: Who is Pope Pius IX?

1925

Q:English mystic and anchoress was the recipient of the "Sixteen Revelations of Divine Love" in 1373.

A: Who is Julian of Norwich?

1926

Q:This heretical movement began the practice of sitting in pews in church.

A: What is Protestanism?

1927

Q:This schism was based on the fallacy that the moral character and faith of the priest determined the 
validity of the sacraments.

Q:This was an early Christian manual also known as "The Teaching of the Twelve Apostles."

Q:This heresy taught that there is only one will in Christ.

A: What is monothelitism?

Q:This heresy teaches that there is only one nature in Christ.

Q:This first century Christian epistle is also know as the "Teaching of the Twelve Apostles."

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Q:This first century Christian writing contains an early form of the Offertory Prayer.
